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Daniel Rhoads was born in Edgar county, Illinois, on the 7th
.of Degember, 1827. His father, Thomas Rhoads, was a farmer four
miles south of Paris, the county seat, and was cne of the first
settlers of that part of Illinois, having removed from his native
state, Kentucky, about the year 1812. The early years of the
suhject;of this sketch were spent upon his father's farm, until
the family removed into Ray county, Missouri in 1835. Here he
Qorked on his father}s farm till he was married to Miss Amanda
Earay,‘oét; 4, 1843. Meanwhile he had enjoyed the meager
advantages of education them affarded by the couniry schools
of Illinois and Missouri, which he attended in winter., He then
eitabliahed & home for himself on eighty acres allotted to him
by his father, near his own farm, A
In the spring of 1846, in April, he and his wife started with
his father and famiiy for San Francisco Bay, with ﬁn ox team,
{fﬁfﬁing“aﬁfiiﬁii'ilth‘hﬁféi&nf’tfﬁfns“ﬁound for Oregon, and they
entored CeYifornis With Ciptain Imes’ train by the Dorner Leke
- route, thru Emigrant Gap, in the latter part of September. He
wapg induced to seek &= home in the new Weat, as were many of the
8a¥ly emigrants by the accounts of California given in the
repdrts of Fremont's first expedition, On the route acrose the
rlains theyxibre fortunate to esoape sny hostile encounter with

‘the Indians, but & band of Pawnee Indians menaged, near Grend
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Island, on the Big Platte River, to stampede all tﬁerhdrsés 6f
their train excert three, but they succeeded in bringing most of
their cattle thru.After orossing the Sierra Nevada, ur. Rhosds
party stopped for a month at Johnson's ranch, on Besar River, to
recruit from the fatigue of the long and wearisome trip acrossa
the plains, which had occupied about five months.

He then settled within a mile of Sutter's Fort, on American
Riverq &and engaged in stock raising in the employ of Sinclalr
and Grimes.

In January, 1847, an Indian runner brought to Sutter's Fort.
by letter to Captain Sutter, the news of the sufferings of the
Domnner party sand thelr danger of starvation., Mr. Rhoads and Mr.
Sinelair at once went on foot to Johnsoﬁ's ranch, on Bear River,
it being imﬁossihle to go with horses, so boggy was all that
region, from heavy rains. Here four days were sepent by men,
w_ou.mp__and children, and tame Indians 1in drying beef over fires
barbecue faphiem, amd orecking whesat and running it through sieves
the only means of milling in those primitive daysa.

With these supplies Mr., Rhoads apnd fifteen others with
sufficient pack animals laborously made their way over trackless,
rooky ridges and osnona, and sorcss awollen streams, to the snow
line on the p# piny ridge juspt beyond "Steep Hollow™.

Here the paock train was left in charge of & man and boy,
and the relief supplies were packed the remalning distance of

ahout eighty mliles on the backs of fourteen men, on snow shoes,
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R
for the first three days the Bear Valley, at the head of Bear

River, and afterwards by half that number. The party started for
Domner ILske February b6th, The weight oarried by each man was
seventy-five pounds, ineluding a blanket, hatehet, tin cup to
make soup of dried beef and oracked wheat {no tea or coffes) and
enough raw hide cut in strips to make the meshes of their snow
shoes, On their route they provided for their return by tying to
the limbs of pines small packages of beef and wheat in bits of
canvas, So heavy was the fall of snow and so great its depth,
twelve to twenty feet, as they advanc ed t oward the summit, that
seven of the wparty were discouraged bellieving it impossible to
make the trip, and twrned back from the heed of Bear River.

The packs of the seven who 8till ventured to advance in fhe
face of these appalling danger, were replenished from the paoks
of the seven Who returmed to the paock train., For two weeks more
these seven tolled om before they reached the snew-covered huts -
of the starving emigrants. At leaat twelve days were consumed in
reaching the summit, sane advance being mede every day.

In two daye fran the summit they reached the head of Donner
Lake, and the camps February 18, 1847. The lake was covered with
thick ice and snow, and they made their way directly down its
entire lenzth to the hesad of one braﬁch of the Truckee River,
During this dreary tramp of two weeks, the 'relief party had
pufferad grestly from the severe cold and sleepless nights,
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their only way of building fires being to cut small green pines,
make plat farms or hearths of them on the deep snow, and build
their fires of dry timbs upon them. This was to prevent the fires
from einking into the snow as they otherwise would in a singls
night to a depth of twenty feet. They slept while seated around
the fires lesning against each other and wrapped in their blankets
They also set fire to the upper part of standing dead trees, as a
gulde for themselves and others.

A man named R. P. Tucker, who afterwards 1lived in S¢a Santa
Barbars county, and Mr. J Rhoade' brother, John P, were maded
command ers of the party. The other four were Mr. R. 5. Mootrey,
who lived in Santa Clara county, Mr. A. Glover, and two ssilors,
named Joseph Foster and E. Coffeemire,

Or approaching the samp, February 18th, &ll the surroundings
were so desoluwte that the party began to conelude that all had
perished. HNot a hut was in sight. At last, hamever, a faint smoke
was seen coming out of the snow about sixty yerds ahead of them.
In answer to a louwd Hello! & woman came to the swrface of the snow
from a chute that rose out of a hut twenty feet down in the snow
bank, A seeond women emacisted from want of fool, soomn followed,
Seeinz the men approvaching she threw up her hands and exelsimed,
with tears in her eyes: "Oh] are you men from Oalifornia or from
Heaven¥" In thie hut they found Mr. Keseberg and about & dogen

others, Keseberg and others were unable to rise,

At this meeting there were no dry eyes. Thirty of the emigrant

attached to the parties here relieved had already died from star-
vation and exposure, either in the camps, or in vain efforts to
cfoss the summit. The only things left them for food were a

few small pieces of rawhide, and bones which they had boiled

for soup again and again.

After spending two days in the caéps, md distributing the
greater part of their provisions Mr, Zhoads' party started on the
return trip accompanied by most of the survivors who were able to
undertake the journey, twenty-one in number. During the five days
gspent in returning over the trail they had made three of the
rescued died, One was an infant, carried far a time in the arms
of John Rhoads, the second a young Englishman, named Danton, and
the third one af the Donner boys who ate too much dried beef
when they reached the pack train.

They started on.thgiy return with only one day# provisions
and expeoing to ge;_thexriqaqhaa of food in the tress, They were
dismayed to find that the maantain wolves and foxee had made way
with all these return supplies, and they had nothing to eat for
the last three days hut the rawhide strips of their snowshoes,
roagted toc a corisp.

On the last dday before reaching their pack animals they met
another relief party going to the Donner parsy ocamp, in charge of
Jamee F. Reed and Willism MoCutocheon., This party wes sent from

Yerba Buens, by direotion of Commodore Stockton.
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Such were some of the thrilling soenes and adventures in which
Mr. Rhoads took part in the early days of Califomia.

In June, 1847, Mr. Rhoads moved to the Consumnes River, and
the folleming Ootober to Sonoma, for the winter., 1In 1848 he
roeturned to what is now Sacrameamto county, settling on IDry Creek,
on the Brigge and Burris ranch, & mile below where Galt now stands
and was there when gold was disoovered at Sutter's Mill,

For the next two years, workinz about two months eaoh summer
in the placer mines, at aqd near Marmon Island on the Ameriocan
River he reaslized about $8,000 in gold dust,

In 1880, acoompanied by Mrs. Rhoads, he returned bo Missourl
on & visit, te-¢ by the Isthmus route. Coming back to Sacramento
county he removed in &pril, 1851, to the neal ghbarhood of what is
now Gilroy, amd bought 1,000 acres for a stock ranch, In 1857
he drove his Btock acroes the coast mountains to the wild plains
aiong lower King's River,'then called by the Mexicans, Rio de
Los Rup. (His cattle range extendsd to the Four Oreeks, then
known among the Spaniards as Quatros Arroyos)., His family re-
meained in San Jowe, for the education of his children, till the
fall of 1860, when he removed them to his home nesar Kingston,
later moving to his home near Lenoccre., Here he lived until April
1895 when he took up his residence in San Francisco. Here he died
Dec. 4, 1895 and was en.ombed in the family mausoleum close to

his o0ld home near lLemoore.
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A early mg 1865 M
gaged in farming achieving marked success, and accumulating a
somfortable fortune, which he placed in different banks in real
estate, and loans principally in Fresno and Tulare counties. He
was a member of the Society of California Pioneers. From the time
of its organization until his death he was vice-president of
the Bank of Lemoore and organiger and president of the Bank of
Hanford and for meny years exerted 8 strengthening and wide
influence in finaneial cireles in the county. Politically he
was a Deﬁocrat and in religlion was identified with the Msthodist
Episcopal church South.

His family consisted of three daughters and one son, three
sons having died in childhood: Sarah wife of John Fisher Phillips
Mary wife of George Keiffer; John Wee William married Roéa Alice

JOHN ESREY.—More than half a century has
¢ome and gone since John Esrey came across the
plains to California and settied thirty miles south of
Fresno at a town now known as Lemoore, takiug
up his abode there in 1864, and made that his home
to the day of his death. -His daughter, Mrs. Eliza
Ann Sutherland, whose sketch also appears in this
work, still owns a ranch adjoining the original homnie
place, which is now very valuable.

In all matters of citizenship and business life
and i every relation with his fellow men, Mr. Esrey
displayed the sterling traits of character that in every
land and clime command respect and confidence. He
was born in Illinois, June 28, 1828, and in Missouri
in 1849 he married Miss Sarah Jane Stratton, a na-
tive of Kentucky, born September 6, 1829, and in
1864, on account of his wife’s delicate health, joined
the overland train under Captain Duncan, consisting
of thirty families, with horses, mules, oxen and cows.
The long journey across the arid plains to the West
wgs frapght ~with severe hardships, and the con-
stant fear of attacks from the Indians, made the ad-
;4smture one long to be remembered. Owing to Mrs.
Esrey’s state of health, she was an easy prey to
mountain fever, so prevalent in those days, and
though everything was done for her that loving hands
¢oitld do, she died and was buried at the little village
of Galena, about three miles from Washoe, Nev. Mr.
and Mrs. Esrey were the parents of five children:
Eliza Ann, the widow of James Sutherland, whose
biography appears in this volume; Madelnah, Mrs.
William Ingram, deceased; John Wesley Esrey, re-
siding at L.emoore; Mrs. Mary 1. Martin of Los
Angeles, and Thomas S. of San Francisco. At the
time of crossing the plains, their daughter, Eliza Ann,
was thirteen years old, and the incidents of the jour-
ney and the losing of her mother, can never be
erased from her memory; to add to their sorrows,
the two younger girls, Madelnah and Mary, were
taken sick with the same disease that their mother
.died with, and for many weeks they lingered be-
tween life and death, so that when they became con-
valescent they were unable to walk.
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Weary of heart with his misfortune, but with that
true pioneer spirit, so inherent in those early set-
tlers of California, John Esrey pressed on until he
arrived at his destination in what is now Kings
County, where relatives had settled at an earlier date.

RICHMOND, January 13.-—Mrs. Susan Brady,
of this city, notwithstanding her advanced
age, POSSESEEs & remarkabioc memory, and she
is able to recall the winters from her early
girlhood to the present time, giving striking |
characteristies of each, with incidents show-
ing how firmly the remembrance is fized in \
her mind. Her reminiscenses begin with !
1822-93, when she was ten years old, and she
says that 1825-36 was the first winter thé peo-
ple could recall when tlie mercury dropped
below zero, except one ‘“cold Friday” in 1827,
The winter of 1827-28 was the warmest within
lLier recollection, people going about the same
as in summer. There was one little snow in

Fehruary, but only one. In May
the frost Kkilled the fruit, but the
summer which 10llowed was very warm

and vegetation wae thrifty. In 1828 Christmas
day was s0 warm that pepple dined with
{he doors open, the saIne &s in summer, and
with the exception of the 19th and 20th of
February, the weathier continuned moderate
until spring, aud the lollowing summer there
was a remarkable abundance of fruit, partic-
ularly of peaches and apples. Men were
plowing corn on the 12th of May, which she
distinctly remembers because there wWas a
quilting party at her father's house on that
day, and she wore s _white dress. There was
no sleigh-riding during the winter of 1829-39,
and the weather was moderate, with an early,
warm spring.

In 1852 and 1833 there B was another
warm winter, with a few skiffs of snow, and
an early vegetation in the¢ spring, and the fol-
lowing August the cHolera came. In 1833-34
véry warm February.

OLD-TIME CAMP MEETINGS.

‘When Preachers Were Muscular as
-~ ;. Well as Floquent.

o
| The'Errival of the camp meeting season
Wiiggests the change of character in these
popular assemblages from.wholly religious,
 often largely imbued with revival quali-
ties, fo conventions somewhat in the nature
-of scjentific and literary institutions, con-
‘ducted with an eye equally to the acquisi-
tion and diffusion of knowledge by no
means of an unmixed religious tendency,
though of course moral and elevating in
torte and purpose. :
.. With thig change, which, though in
progress, is by no means complete, the bald-
headed reporter and reminiscent does not
Propose to deal. His purpose runs on the
ower level of historical interest, so far as
(it may elicit any at.all. The first camp
' meeting he recalls, now some fifty or more
years in the “ofting” of time, was held in
what was then called the ¢“Military Ground,”
extending from Washington street along the
west side of West to ‘the crossing of
that street and Indiana avenue, then
called the Crawfordsville road. Our “Mili-
tary Park” is the remnant left after the
“reservation’’ had been sliced up and down
and all round. West street for some years
before and after the opening of the canal,
now just fifty years ago, was a favorite race
course for “quarter nags,” the start near
the present line of the mill-race and the fin-
ish at LaQuott’s Tavern, on the point be-
tween West street and the avenue. The
favorite riders of the later period of the
| traek’s existence were John Ritchie, a white
" boy, and Aranza Wright, a half-blood, who
had once been connected with a circus, and
was then a waiter at the Palmer House (Oc-
c¢idental), keptby John C. Parker, previous-
ly of Charlestown, Clark County. The
ground was densely covered with hackberry
trees, walnutsand beeches. It was the camp-
glé.,grggnd of theBloody Three Hundred’’-
-wheh rendezvoused ror the mareh to Chica-
rgo—theéfra fiere Indian trading post and
froutier fort, Dearborn, in 1832, against
Black Hawk and the Sacs and Foxes. It
was.also a favorite place for political mass
lmeétings.— -A- barbecue of the real eld-fash-
ioned kind was held here in 1844, when an
ox was roasted whole in a ditch dug near
the Blake street side of the'ground.
The camp-meeting was established near
“the middle of the woods, the pulpit platform
on the north, the “mourners’ bench’ on the
south front, and the seats running south to
near the line of Father Bacquelin’s Catholie
. Chnrch—the first in the ecity, built about
1840. The tents were on the east and west
sides mainly, closely shaded by the
“big trees. The principal preaclier was Rev.
James Havens, as powerful aman physi- .
L.cally as n prize-fighter, gnd as ready to nse-
#his strength to mdintain order—as he did
sometime to the ludierous discomfiture of
the ‘‘roughs” and “‘chain-gang’’ men who
interfered with the services. He was one ,
; of: the Peter Cartwright men, brive, strong |
and-deeply religious.. Hell was his favorite |
tonic when he came to administer to such |
cases as “old Dave Buckhart’s” or big John |
l Fletcher’s, and he not only preaehed i, |
but when it was obviously the remedy in-
dicated JEhysically he, in the langnage of
General Taylor to Captain Bragg, “gave it
tathem” with a fist like a twenty-pounder.
He did it much to the improvement of old
Dave Buckhart’s manners on the occasion
of this particular meeting, which the b. h.
r. thinks was in ’41. Buckhart wasthe leader
of the “chain-gang,” a lot of toughs left

Road by the General Government, and of
the canal by the State Government.

After this the camp was fixed
for several summers in the woods east of
the Deaf and Dumb Asylum. The reminis-
gent does not remember that _it was-ever
taken to&he west side of the river or far-
ther southward than Washington street, or
the line of the National Road, except when
east of the Deaf and Dumb Asylum, and
then it was adjacent to the xoad on the
south side.

the Indians, N

Captain Wells proceeded with cautious
steps thgough the Indian country. He
crossed the River St. Mary and thenoce to
the Anglaize river without meeting an Ii-
dian. In passing up'the Anglaize tfwy dis-
“tovered & smoke; they then dismounted,
tied their horses and proceeded cautiously
to reconmoitre the enemy. They found
three Indians camped on e high, open piecs
of ground, clear of brush or underwood.
They found it would be difficult to ap-
proach the camp without being discovered.
They saw, not very far from the camp, a
tree that had lately fallen. They at once
wenst round the camp, 8o a3 to get the top
of the fallen_free between them and th
Indians. The tree-top being ot o%
seryed t0 soresn them from observation.
They went forward upon their hands and
knees with the noiseless movement of the
cat till they reacked the tree-top. They
Were now within seventy or eighty yards of
the.camp. The Indians were sitting abous
thei"i\lre,. roasting their venmisen, Jaughing
and making merry antics, little dreaming
that death was about stenling a march upon
them. Their putposs of attack, was soon
settled; they determined to kill twg.of vhe !
enemy and make the third a p'ffb‘é?‘s;.‘.'
McLelland, who was almost as awitt on foBt

and the other the one on the left. Their
rifles were in prime order, the guns were
placed on the fallen tree, and were almed
ot the heart of each of the twe Indiuns; at
a given signal the guns were discharged,
and both lndians fell dead. MoLelland in-
stantly boundeéd forward with tomshawk in
band to secure thé live Indlan, who was
running at full speed down toward the
ixer. _The river here had. a.bluff bank |
about twenty teet high. When he came :
to the bank he sprang down iuto |
the river, the bottom of which was a soft
mud, into whioh he sank to the middle.
McLelland, on reaching the top of the bank,
without hesitation sprang upon him as he
was wallowiug in the mire. The Indian
drew his knife. McLeliand raised his tom-
ahawk, telling the Indian to throw down
his koife and surrendér, or he would kill
him instantly. He threw down his knife
and surrendered without further resistance.
Just then Wells ang Miller oame to the
bank. and discovered McLelland and ths
Indian quietly sticking in the mire. They
went to & place where the bank sloped io
the river and drageed the captive out of
the mud and tied hitn. Ile was very sulky,
and refused to speak either Indian or En-
glish. Some of the party went back for the
horses, whilst the others washed the mud
and paint from the prisoner. When washed,
he proved to be a whiie man, but
stili refused to speak or give any account of
. hingelf. The party, after scalping the two
“dead Indians, started with their prisoner
for headﬁuarters. While on the way
Ilenry Miller concluded that it was possi-
ble their prisoner might be his brother,
Christopher, whom he had left with the
Indians several years before. Under this .
impression he rode alongside of him and :
called bhim by his Indian name. At the!
sound of his name he started and stared
’round, and eagerly inquired how he came
to know his name. The mystery was soon
explained—the prisoner was indeed Chria-
topher Miller! A mysterious providence
had saved his life, for had he been stauding
on the right or left at the time of the attack
he would inevitably have been killed. But
that fate which had doomed ‘the Indian
race to extinction permitted the white man
to live.

Greenville the pris-
oner was placed in the guard-house, where
General Wayne frequently interrogated

I bave only seleoted a few of the daring
aots performed by Captain Wells and his
Spartan band of followers, to show the
kind of men that composed the frontier
settlers of the Northwast. Histery inmno
age of the world has ayer furnished so
many instances of repeated acts of bravery
as were performed by the pioneer settlers
of this country.

During General Wayne’s campaigp, Capt.
Wells and his little command brought
into camp not less than twenty prisoners,
and killed as many more. To show that
desperate as they were in ¢ombat, bravery
was only & part of their merit, is demgn-
strated by the following cirgumstance: On
one of Captain Welld’s expeditions through
the Indian country, as he came to the bauk
of the St. Mary’s river, he discovered a

him as to what be Lknew of the future in-
tentions of the Indians., Captain Wells and
Henry Miller were almost constantly with
Christopher in the guard-house, urging
him to abandon the thought of living
longer with the Indians, and to join his
relatives among the whites.

Captain Wells and Ilenry Miller
solicited General Wayne to release Christo-

They
pusbed through the country, always dressed
and painted in trus Indian style; they
passed on, crossing the St. Mary’s river,and
then on to the Anglaize, where they met a
single .

Aehis men were coming forward
with jthelr rifles cocked, ready to shoot,
! Wells calied upon them to hold their fire.
| He then informed them who those Indians
were. Hesnid “that family had fed him
when he was hunery, clothed him when he
was naked, and kindly sursed him when
sick, and in every respect were as kind t’?
him as they were to thelr own children.
This short, pathetic speech found its way
to the sympathetic hearts of his hunting-
shirt companions. Here wasa scene of
nature, and gratitude the motive; they all
at once entsred into their leader’s feelings.
Those hardy #oldiers approved Captain
Wellg’s motives. They threw down their
rifies and tomahawks, went to.the canoe
and shook the handa of the trembling In-
dians in the most friendly mapper. Captain
Wellsasenred them that they bad nothing to
fear from them; he informed them that
Genersl Wayne was approaching v.vith an
overwhelming force; that the best thing the
Indians coulg do was.to make peace; that
the whites did nbt wish to continue the
war. He cautioned his Indian fatber for

the future to kee‘f out of the reach of dan-
ger. He then bid them farewell; they ap-
eared very grateful for his olemenoy,

the 1ndians. 'fhey had net got out of the
light of the camp-fire before the Iandians
shot -at them. Captain Wells was shot
through the arm on which he carried hls |
rifle; the arm was broken and his trusty
{ rifle fell. MoLelland was shot in the
shoulder-blade, the ball coming out at the
top of the shoulder. The rest of the party
and their horses received no injury.
